Building Task Force updates continued: 

The Building Task Force will meet again on Monday, April 29 at 6:00 p.m. to identify the 

next set of tasks. 

The Kitchen Committee, which was formed before the task forces were put into place but since 

has attached itself to the Building Task Force, has been working for months on making critically 

needed updates in the kitchen.  At one time there was a proposal to completely gut the kitchen 

and then rebuild it with new equipment, cabinetry and dishwasher line.  That complete package 

has been placed in the round file.  What was desperately needed was to replace the stove/oven, 

refrigerator, dishwasher line, and the grease trap needed to be replace.  The committee has  

divided the overall plan into two phases.  Phase 1 was to replace the 40+ year old stove/oven 

(neither oven was working), replace the large refrigerator which has a slow Freon leak for many 

years resulting in breakdowns usually at critical times, and replace the grease trap which has 

been wrapped in towels for well over a year.  The committee secured a quote from 

Kavanaugh Restaurant Supply in Madison for a 36", 6 open burner stove with one oven and a 

36", Convection Oven with 5 racks (increases our capacity by almost triple what the old stove/

oven did), and a large 74" , double door , 6 adjustable rack refrigerator.  The quote include  

delivery and placement (but not hook up) and removal of the old equipment.  The cost of the 

quote was $10,860 including a 5% contingency to cover the hook up cost (the refrigerator only 

required plugging in but then settings had to be reestablished) the stove and oven required 

outside contractor to split and hook up new gas lines.  The equipment was delivered on 4/4/19, 

the hook up was completed 4/5/19 and the test run completed on 4/6/19 and our first meal was 

served 4/7/19 following the fantastic talent show.  Also, the grease trap did get replaced before 

the new equipment arrived and it was done through maintenance money from the budget.  The 

Kitchen Committee will be meeting in the next few weeks to complete the quote for Phase 2 

which will involve the replacement of the dishwasher line with a true dishwasher and require the 

closing of the doorway that leads to the restroom off the kitchen to make room for a three  

compartment sanitary sink washing station.  The Kitchen committee consist of Stephanie Beran,  

Kitty Sawyer, Mike Wendt, Tim Sawyer & Ron Michaelis.  If you have any questions, concerns,
